COMPANY Artwork Guidelines

To help assure the proper reproduction of customer supplied art files, we have put together
a list of Artwork Guidelines that will make preparing your files for output simple & complete.

Supported Applications

* Adobe lllustrator CS4 * Macromedia FreeHand fh10
* Adobe InDesign CS4 * QuarkXPress 11
* Adobe Photoshop CS4

Placed Graphic Files

* Please try to use TIFF and EPS formats. JPEG, GIF and BMP files are not desirable and
may incur additional processing time.

* Convert all placed color images to CMYK. RGB files will not reproduce properly.

» Convert all placed Black and White images to Gray Scale.

* Save all placed image files at 300 dpi or above. 72 dpi works good for computer screens
but does not provide enough information (detail) for printing.

* Do not Flatten images but save them as layered files.

» Always include your placed image files even though they may already be imbedded.

» Crop and rotate your images in Photoshop instead of your layout program to insure
proper optimized processing. Within your layout program, mask images as needed.

* Always include all fonts with your file even if you have converted the fonts to outlines.
* Post Script Fonts and TrueType Fonts are preferred. Avoid Multiple Master Fonts.
* Avoid applying bold and italic within the application program. Use true bold and italic
font faces. This will eliminate fonts from reflowing differently than your specifications.
* Minimum point size for positive and reverse text is 4pt.
Best case scenario is to convert fonts to paths or outlines to avoid
Font ID Conflicts, Reflows and Substitutions.

Final Art Prep

* Always try to include a printed copy with your files or a PDF file for comparison.

* Please include 1/16” bleed where necessary.

* Minimum line wt. for positive and reverse rules is 0.5pt.

* Avoid renaming colors. Please use PMS color designations.

* CD’s, DVD's or e-mail are appropriate methods of file transfer.
* The ideal situation would be where the images have been sized (300dpi), cropped, rotated and
saved as Layered CMYK TIFF format. These images are then placed in an Adobe Hlustrator file where
text is set and PMS colors are added. Save as an Al file and include images and fonts. Additionally,
do a save as and add the word paths to the file name and then convert all fonts to outlines and
then save. There should now be two files, one with editable text and one without. Please include a
color print out for comparison.
